Wednesday, 11 February 2009

February 11 is the feast of Our Lady of Lourdes -
Lourdes is renowned as a place of holiness and
healing and over 10 years ago, the Holy Father
declared that a World Day of the Sick would be
celebrated each year on 11 February. This year’s
theme has not yet been announced but themes in
previous years have included

* ‘Christ, hope for Africa’ when Pope John Paul Il
condemned the trafficking in arms in African
countries and spoke of the problem of AIDS and

* ‘Mary suffers with those who are in affliction’
when Benedict X VI reflected on the meaning of pain
and the Christian duty to take responsibility for it in
whatever situation it arises.

The celebration of World Day of the Sick asks us to
reflect on the deepest questions about life: questions
about the meaning of pain, suffering and death,
which we consider as a mystery to be confronted
with strength and as a chance for Christ to
incorporate our life to His.
